ON INTERSTATE 5, take exit 253 and proceed west through 
Salem toward Dallas. Travel northwest on Highway 22 through the 
intersection with Highway 99W at Rickreall. Go 2 miles further 
northwest on Highway 22 and watch for signs and wildlife viewing 
area on the right. (About 15 miles from Salem.)

FROM HIGHWAY 99W, turn west on Coville Road (two miles 
north of Highway 22). Go 1.5 miles to parking.
