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With half a million Oregonians returning from some level of wildfire evacuation order 
as I write this, perhaps it occurs to you to question what the wildfire risks might be 
here in Dallas.  Stipulating that fire is unpredictable, here’s our perspective.   

The academic term for our fire situation here is “wildland-urban interface” (WUI).  
There is a great article on this multi-faceted complexity on Wikipedia which is full of 
great wisdom on the topic: https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Wildland%E2%80%
93urban_interface.  Just suffice it to say that WUI is a growing problem, particularly in 
the west (like Dallas) and no fun at all.    

Obviously, our community is fast expanding as are the rural sectors in the county sur-
rounding us – lots of ranchettes.  Especially to the south and west of us, timber and tall vegetation abound 
around the homes and neighborhoods.  Being a Tree City USA, our neighborhoods have benefit of a sub-
stantial “urban forest” – shade in the summer and fall colors - but come fire season, what is the risk and 
how do we deal with it?  

We actually are in relatively good shape here.  Per the Oregon Department of Forestry, fuel types found in 
this region do not support aggressive fire behavior.  Their Wildland Fire Hazard map of Dallas shows almost 
all of our community and its immediate surroundings as “Low Risk”, the lowest classification.  There are 
several very small bits inside and around the city limits classified as “Medium Risk”, third on the five-scale, 
but virtually all of them are surrounded by low risk properties.     

Of great importance, Dallas is gifted with a REALLY good Fire Department whose dedicated members train 
amazingly well and often.  No small thing, they also deploy crews and often equipment to significant 
wildland fires around the west – we had a whole crew and equipment at the Paradise California fire last 
year and we have folks deployed to the current Holiday Farm and Slater fires.  So, our people come back 
home with real-world experience, fully aware of how to effectively fight wildland blazes with a deep under-
standing of these kinds of potentially devastating fires.   

A good step for us all to take in this environment, if you haven’t already, is to sign up for our Civic Plus 
emergency notification system.  If a fire comes our way, you will want to know what to do and when to do 
it and this system can help.  Just go to the City of Dallas web page at https://www.ci.dallas.or.us/, scroll 
down and click on the orange CIVIC READY logo.  For more information about the program, call the City at 
503-831-3516.
